With a look of carefree curls tumbling to and fro, sunlight plays 
with this evergreen grass look-alike. A wonderfully textural 
accent in the garden, New Zealand Hair Sedge has perhaps its 
biggest impact as a mass planted ground cover, where its wispiness 
brings light and movement to otherwise dull ground. Bringing the 
swirls and eddies of flowing water to mind when used in this way, it 
does, indeed, thrive in wet areas, but also tolerates dryness when 
required to do so. Effective at bank stabilization, it gently reseeds 
to expand its reach and help shed excess water where erosion is an 
issue. Tolerates dry shade! Entirely deer resistant, individual 
plants reach 12-18” tall and wide
