George Davidson Crocosmia 

Sun to Part shade Zones 6-10 

 Beautiful in both form and flower, George Davidson 
crocosmia is a relatively rare golden yellow form of what is 
more often seen as a red or orange flower. The long strappy 
leaves emerge in spring from corms beneath the soil, 
producing blooms in midsummer. The flower form is 
reminiscent of freesia, but more delicate and graceful. 
Highly attractive to hummingbirds, crocosmia also makes an 
excellent, long lasting cut flower. Produces offsets each 
year, making one plant into many. Easily dug and transplanted 
in fall or early spring, allowing you to increase your 
plantings of this lovely, long-lived, carefree flower. .
