
If you haven’t enjoyed the scented foliage of the native 
sages, you are missing out! Their strong perfume is a bit 
much for some at close proximity, but at a distance, fills 
the air with a lovely floral scent, especially after a rain. 
Pozo blue is a hybrid of 2 California native sage species, but 
grows very like a traditional Cleveland sage. Its mounded, 
evergreen form, which reaches around 3-4’tall and wide, is 
topped in early summer by lovely, blue, butterfly  and bee 
attracting blooms that  form spherical shapes spaced along 
the tall bloom stalks. A bit more cold hardy and easier to 
cultivate that traditional California sages, is maintains high 
tolerance to both drought and deer. Wonderful!
