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A vigorous groundcover, Turbo Thyme is a prostrate 
plant that grows quickly to cover bare spots. Staying 
under 3” high and rooting as it spreads, it can grow as 
much as 2 feet per season. The shiny foliage is aromatic 
and fills the garden with its herby fragrance when 
stepped on or brushed. The pretty, rounded clusters of 
pink blossoms are attractive to bees and butterflies 
when they appear in spring, and are more substantial and 
showier than those of most thyme varieties. Drought 
and heat tolerant, deer resistant, and hardy, it makes a 
very nice bulb cover or lawn replacement.
