Sun to part shade 

This absolutely stunning California native groundcover shrub 
is a boon to dry slopes needing an evergreen cover and 
stabilization Far more refined looking than many drought 
tolerant plants who’s appearance can be, shall we say, a bit 
rugged, Joyce Coulter California Lilac has glossy, lush-
looking leaves and a neat, cascading form. The whole plant 
becomes smothered with sweet, 2 ½” periwinkle blue blossoms 
in spring, much to the delight of an array of pollinators. The 
2-3’high by 8’wide mound looks very refined even out of bloom 
and is tidy enough for even the most groomed of gardens. 
Quite drought tolerant, Joyce Coulter requires little, if any, 
supplemental watering once established.
