A beautiful focal point for a woodland garden, Vernal 

Witch hazel blooms with the earliest of bloomers, 

brightening the late winter landscape with its fragrant 

ribbon-like blossoms perched festively on bare 

branches. Re aching 6-10 feet tall and wide, its multiple 

stems form a nice habitat for birds that also consume 

the ripened seeds. The corrugated leaves emerge a 

bronzy color, maturing to a dark green, and finally 

turning a golden fall color.  Indispensable to 

herbalists, Witch hazel extract has been used 

medicinally for skin afflictions for centuries.
