
Lonicera x heckrotii ‘Goldflame’ 
 

 A beautiful vine that won’t take over your space, Goldflame 
Honeysuckle reaches a moderate size of about 12’ (by contrast, 
Japanese honeysuckle can reach 35’ or more!) and can easily be 
pruned to fit an even smaller space. The beautiful pink and 
yellow, exotic looking blossoms are quite attractive to 
hummingbirds and are large and showy. Semi-evergreen, it 
often maintains is nice, blue-green foliage throughout the 
winter in zones 7 and up. Goldflame Honeysuckle is a true 
twining climber and will climb along deck railings, up posts, and 
along fences. Blooms summer through fall! Plant with its feet 
in the shade and tops in part sun for best performance.
