Little Evening Primrose 

Part shade Zones 4-9 

Blooming over a long summer season, Little 
Evening Primrose sports 1” bright yellow flowers 
above tufts of narrow, fresh green foliage. Native 
to the eastern United States, this sweet little 
wildflower brightens any garden space. Staying 
about 1’ high, it is suitable for the front of borders or 
as a cheerful edging for pathways. Drought, clay, and 
and heat tolerant, its only real care is to cut it back 
once leaves and blossoms fade (a weedeater will 
do) which serves to bring about more lush growth 
and, dare we say it, more blooms!  Easy and prolific, 
this one is sure to brighten your day. 
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
