Mountain Pride 

Sun to Part Shade Zones 4-9 

This alpine perennial native to the Sierra Nevada 
forms an evergreen shrublet reaching a scant 6-
8”in height. Growing in some of the most adverse 
conditions, it is most often seen emerging from the 
cracks between boulders or growing in gravel 
scree where it’s  HOT pink blooms provide a 
contrast not easily forgotten.  Right at home in 
troughs or true rock gardens, its presence evokes a 
day in the mountains, where the biggest, brightest, 
and boldest come to play on their rough and tumble 
playground. Give excellent drainage, more rock 
than soil, don’t overwater, and enjoy.
