
A very early bloomer, Chaparral currant brightens January  
(November through March, really.) with its shell pink to white, 
dangling 5” blossoms that are oft visited by hummingbirds just 
when they need it most. A pretty, California native shrub reaching 
5-7 feet high by 4-5 feet across, it grows well in the shade of 
native oaks requiring little additional, if any, summer water. 
More drought and sun tolerant that most of the California 
currants, its rounded shape and soft green leaves provide a 
lovely backdrop later in the season for other blooming plants. 
Capable, as are many California natives, of summer dormancy 
when conditions require it, it can be encouraged to stay awake by 
mulching and a bit of additional water..Really nice.
