Goldenrod is a familiar plant to those who enjoy hiking in 
the late summer to fall. This late bloomer puts on a show 
at a time when many native wildflowers have taken their 
rest for the season. Rising up to 5’in the air, the golden 
plumes are a beacon for pollinators. Tolerant of clay 
soils, Canada Goldenrod is an aggressive grower that will 
gladly fill spaces with its impressive size. Great in 
meadows, wildflower areas, and particularly with 
ornamental grasses, it makes a beautiful cut flower. 
Though once believed to cause hay fever, it has been 
shown to be innocent of the charges. Goldenrods are 
used medicinally for their antiseptic and healing properties.
