
A nice rock garden plant or ground cover, silver germander 
is a different take on the more familiar creeping germander. 
With foliage that is white gray and white stems, it has small 
purple pink blooms that make the whole plant appear fuzzy 
somehow. Soft in outline, it creeps along at 3-6”high by 
18”across. Spilling nicely, it is suitable for a container or 
creeping among boulders. Alpine trough, anyone? With a nice, 
herbal fragrance, it is quite deer resistant. It requires little 
in the way of water once established and grows well in poor 
soils. The blossoms, which are heaviest in spring, but appear 
sporadically through the summer and fall, are attractive to 
bees and other pollinators
